The first 300 million doses
were administered in 202 days
after the world's second most
populous country began its vac-
cination drive on January 16,
2021. The second and third sets
of 500 million doses were
achieved inaquick succession of
76 and 79 days, respectively, as
India bamtled through second and
thirc waves led by the Delta and
Omicron variants, The journey
from 1.5 billion to 2 billion doses
was a rather slow one, as it took
191 days.

Over two-thinds of India’s pop-
ulation above 15 vears of age is
fully vaccinated. The next ambi-
tious target is tovaccinate every-
onewitha precautionary dose or
a third shot.

India has a long way to go
before it comes within shouting
distance of achieving 100 percent
booster dose coverage. Only
A9 per cent of India's eligible pop-
ulation has received a booster
dose, compared to 776 per cent
in Singapore or 377 per cent in
the US,

With the government’s free
booster dose campaign, the off-
take in the 18-59 vears age group
is picking up ahead of the festival
season. The move is expected to
liguidate the inventory of vac-
cines nearing the end of shelf life,

Shahid Jameel, senior research
fellow at Green Templeton
College, Oxford University,
told Business Standard that
2 billion doses was a big achieve-
ment, even though our large pop-
ulation limits the percentage cov-
erage. "IU's just a number, and
the strategy does not change,”
Jameel said, adding thar India
needs to continue its focus on
increasing second dose and
boosterdose coverage.

He also emphasised that con-
tinued surveillance, especially of
sewage water, and genomic
sequencing o learn about new
variants are critical. "One needs
tocontinue to keep aneveon hos-
pital admissions and capacity,

and also communicate clearly
that the pandemic is not over so
any non-pharmaceutical inter-
ventions should be continued vol-
untarily. A future with regular
boosting is neither feasible nor
practical. A drug is needed for
severe infections. Paxiovid shows
somne use, though not as much as
initially reported. The need is o
clinically test other potential
dmgs,” Jamee] said.

Experts also suggest that if's
time 1o move away from homaol-
ogous boosting, where the third
shot is of the same vaccine asthe
first two, “Use global (inclhuding
Indian) evidence 1o move away
from homologous boosting. It's
not the best use of vaccines,”
Jameel added.

Gagandeep Kang, microbiol-
oeist and professor at Christian
Medical College, Vellore agread.

“We probably need boosters
for the elderly and co-morbid, but
which boosters and when is not
clear. Homologous boosting does
not seem tomake sense based on
availabledata for any vaccine oth-
er than mRENA. Even for mRMA
vaccines, we should evaluate
whether boosting with other vac-
cines and at different intervals
gives longer and broader protec-
tion,” she pointed out.

Experts also stressed that it's
time to shift focus to other com-
municable diseases.

Anish T 8, associate profes-
sor of community medicine at
Government Medical College,
Manjeri in Kerala, said: "We
have to shift our focus from
Covid-19 toother burming health
issues. Vaccination may be con-
tinued for the elderdy and people
with comorbidities for the
booster dose. Epidemiological
and virological surveillance
for Covid should also be contin-
ued. But the system should
focus more on “what it learnt
from the pandemic’.”

He added that the health sys-
tem has to be equipped to fight
against new communicable and

chronic diseases and sequence of

In an important demonstration of its
ability to operate from India’s aircraft
carriers, a US Navy F/A-18 Super
Haornet roared down the runway of the
Indian Navy's shore-based test facility
in Goa and got airhome at the end,
leaping off the "ski-jump” that equips
the decks of Indian aircraft carriers,

"Boeing’s F/A-18 Super Hornet
successfully completed operational
demonstration tests at Indian MNaval
Station Hansa in Goa, India, show-
casing its ability 1o effectively and
safely operate off Indian Mavy carri-
ers,” announced The Boeing
Company on Friday.

The F{A-18E/F Super Hornet,
which operates as the primary fighter
on all 11 US Mavy aircraft carriers, is
one of the leading contenders in the
Indian Navy's tender for 57 multi-role
carrier-based fighters (MRCEF). A
strong challenger is the naval version
of the French Rafale fighter — called
the Rafale Marine.
